“CHRIST IS RISEN! ALLELUIA!” 
 

 EEEEaster Greetings to all our parishioners, 
friendly visitors and seekers who celebrate the 
Day of the Lord’s Resurrection with us.  This is 
the foundational feast of the whole Christian 
religion, the “Feast of Feasts”.  Jesus of 
Nazareth was unjustly put to a horrible, 
mutilating death by crucifixion on Good Friday.  
His corpse was quickly placed in a tomb and the 
tomb was sealed up.  A constant guard of 
Roman soldiers was placed before it.   

 
 

 

Despite these precautions the tomb was found 
empty on Easter Sunday morning.  The  
followers of Jesus of Nazareth declared that He 
had come back from the dead, and that they had 
verified His return to life with their own five 
senses and over a period of many days.  No 
amount of threats could induce them to change 
their story.  Indeed, they seemed to have lost all 
fear of death as a result of what they had seen. 
 
Benedict XVI, now our Pope-emeritus, in his 
book Jesus of Nazareth: Holy Week (A.D. 2011), 
summarizes how we are to properly understand 
the Biblical accounts of Jesus’ Resurrection and 
the confession of Faith: 
 
—Jesus did not simply return to normal  
biological life as one who, by the laws of  
biology, would eventually have to die again. 
—Jesus is not a ghost (“spirit”).  In other words, 
He does not belong to the realm of the dead but 
is somehow able to reveal Himself in the realm 
of the living. 
—Nevertheless, the encounters with the Risen 
Lord are not the same as mystical experiences, 
in which the human spirit is momentarily 
drawn aloft out of itself and perceives the 
realm of the divine and eternal, only to return 
then to the normal horizon of its existence.  
Mystical experience is a temporary removal of 
the soul’s spatial and cognitive limitations.  But 
it is not an encounter with a person coming  
toward me from without.  Saint Paul clearly 
distinguished his mystical experiences, such as 
his elevation to the third heaven described in 2 
Corinthians 12:1-4, from His encounter with 
the Risen Lord on the road to Damascus, which 
was a historical event—an encounter with a  
living person. 
 
The Miracle of the Resurrection cannot be  
explained away.  May we have the same vital, 
rock-solid faith in the Resurrection of Jesus 
Christ as the first disciples did, believing by faith 
though we have not seen.
