In sum, given our religious roots in Judaism as
it was practiced in the life-time of Jesus Our
Lord, it is also a propitious time of year for us as
Christians to make things new spiritually: how
we might reset the duties and the work of our
present life so that we might see them better in
terms of their relation to God, and also how we
might improve our spiritual life.

A standard recommendation for such
improvement is the development of one’s own
personal Regula Vitae or “Rule of Life”. This is

THE “RULE OF LIFE”

With Labor Day weekend we mark the
end of the traditional American summer
vacation season (Memorial Day-Labor Day). For
students and teachers especially, September
means the return to work. In general, however,
this time of year has the feel of beginning anew.

As it was among the Jews of Christ’s time and is
to Jews of this this day, the Jewish Calendar
celebrates the New Year coinciding with our
month of September. A sense of this remains in
the Traditional Catholic Liturgy’s Ember Days
for September. The Jews of old recalled the

This Rule should first of all be
practical: it should not be overloaded with too
many things nor unsuited to our real-life
conditions—for example, not getting sufficient
sleep because we want to pray more.

Finally, it should also be designed with an eye to
helping us correct some of our defects by
consciously choosing practices which will repair
them. In the words of Cardinal Newman: “He

: influence, a woman in the
crowd, likely still in awe
at the exorcism of the
mute man earlier,
suddenly bursts out with
this exclamation in v. 27:
‘Blessed is the womb that
carried you and the
breasts at which you nursed," to which Jesus
responds in v. 28: "Rather, blessed are those who
hear the word of God and observe it." As many
commentators have explained, Jesus in no way
lessens the sincere praise directed at His mother, but
identifies the real reason for her blessedness. Indeed,
Mary's privileged role as the Mother of God is
utterly unique and praiseworthy, but what makes
Mary truly blessed is hearing and keeping His word.
This is what Mary did in the Annunciation: 'Behold,
I am the handmaid of the Lord. May it be done to me
according to your word" (Luke 1:38).

This passage hearkens back to Jesus' earlier
teaching in 8:21, when His family was prevented
from speaking with Him because of the crowd. In
this episode, Jesus says the following: "My mother
and my brothers are those who hear the word of God
and act onit." As one of my professors explained,
this teaching would have been challenging in Jesus'
socio-religious context, where family roots and
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association were sufficient for establishing one's
religious identity and praxis (St. John the Baptist
critiques this mentality in 3:8). Jesus was
establishing a new family, whose foundation was
faithful adherence to His teachings; real discipleship,
not mere familial connections.

This kind of situation is not too different
from bourgeois Christianity in America today. I
suspect we all know people who profess to be
Catholic simply because they have a vague
association with Catholicism, but they actively
dissent from Church teachings, or go to Church only
irregularly, and do not seem to manifest a desire to
cultivate Christian virtue. Identifying this reality in
not a judgment against such persons, but an honest
appraisal of the stark reality of Christian
discipleship these days. Indeed, we love such family
members and friends very much, and it is our love for
them that should propel us to pray for their
conversion.

In the next series of verses (vv. 29-32), Jesus
responds to the earlier demand for a sign (even
though He had just performed an exorcism). He
justly condemns this demand, as well as the
stubborn people who made it, calling them "evil." He
promises them the "sign of Jonah." In St. Matthew's
Gospel, this is a figure of the resurrection (cf. Mt.
12:40- three days in the whale, three days in the
tomb). In St. Luke, however, the sign of Jonah is
merely a leitmotif for repentance. Jonah preached a
simple message of repentance, and the threat of
judgment. Jesus applies this principle to the people
who were asking for a sign, because they refused to
repent: "At the judgment the men of Nineveh will
arise with this generation and condemn it, because
at the preaching of Jonah they repented, and there is
something greater than Jonah here" (v. 32).

Jesus' final words in vv. 33-36 of this episode
are full of parabolic imagery that can seem obscure at
first reading. Jesus contrasts light and darkness,
associates light with the eye, and commends
vigilance for remaining in and maintaining the light:
"When your eye is sound, then your whole body is
filled with light" (v. 34). In view of His earlier
teachings, the light represents knowledge of His
word, and the focus on maintaining the light
represents the constant need to respond with joyful
obedience to the word.
