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SCRIPTURE STUDY 

SUNDAY EPISTLES STUDY 
SECOND SUNDAY AFTER EASTER 

1 Peter 2:21-25  
 
 

 TTTToday's Epistle reading from the First  
Epistle of St. Peter recalls the sufferings of Christ, 
which we just celebrated solemnly a fortnight ago in 
the Sacred Triduum.  In fact, as cross-reference notes 
in Study Bibles indicate, today's passage contains a 
series of quotations from the Fourth Servant Song of 
Isaiah 53, which vividly foretells the the Passion of 
Christ, the Suffering Servant.  This was fittingly our 
first reading on Good Friday in the new lectionary.  
Even as we rejoice in Jesus' resurrection, we cannot 
forget that He still bears the wounds of His Passion, 
as we heard in last week's Gospel, wherein Jesus  
invited St. Thomas to touch His wounds and believe 
(cf. Jn. 20:27).   
 Today, St. Peter holds the sufferings of Jesus 
before our eyes as the premier example of humility: 
"Christ suffered for us, leaving you an example, that you 
should follow His steps" (v. 21).  Being a disciple of Jesus 
means living His gentleness and patience in all 
things, even offering up our sufferings as a sacrifice.  
When we unite our sufferings to His, they acquire 
redemptive potency for our own salvation and that 
of others.  This message was utterly central to the 
teaching and saintly life of EWTN's Mother  
Angelica, of blessed memory.  She so excellently 
taught us by word and example how to "follow His 
steps," as St. Peter exhorts us. 
 St. Peter also leads us to meditate upon the 
miracle of grace that is our justification: "Who His own 
self bore our sins in His body upon the tree: that we, being dead 
to sins, should live to justice: by Whose stripes you were 
healed" (v. 24).  God has made us inwardly just by an 
infusion of grace merited by Christ on the cross.  In 
other words, baptism fundamentally transforms our 
nature.  Formerly separated from God by means of 
Original Sin, man experiences forgiveness, and can 
commune with God's divine life as an adopted son.  
We are sons in the Son.  While we still wrestle 
against various effects of the Fall, including our own 
concupiscence (disordered desires), we are  

nevertheless partakers of divine life by his grace (cf. 
Catechism of the Catholic Church nos. 1987-1997). 
 Furthermore, St. Peter explains that Jesus 
gathers erring humanity, straying in every sinful  
direction like wandering sheep, into an obedient 
flock that is united around their Lord.  As he writes, 
"For you were as sheep going astray, but you are now  
converted to the Shepherd and Bishop of your souls" (v. 25).  
Perhaps he recalled Jesus' teaching on being the 
Good Shepherd (our Gospel today) when he wrote 
these words.   
 This unity of the flock with Jesus as shepherd 
translates to our Catholic ecclesiology of the unity of 
the local Church with their bishop, who is a  
successor of the Apostles, and therefore, a  
representative of Jesus Christ on earth.  Paragraph 21 
of the Second Vatican Council's dogmatic  
constitution, Lumen Gentium has this to say regarding 
the office of bishop: "In the bishops, therefore, assisted by 
the priests, there is present in the midst of believers the Lord 
Jesus Christ, the supreme high priest."  What a marvelous 
grace! 
 Later on in this same epistle from which our 
reading today is drawn, St. Peter comments on the 
office of bishop in terms of shepherding the Church 
like a flock, with ultimate reference to Christ as the 
"Chief Shepherd" (cf. 1 Pet. 5:1-4).  As he wrote these 
words, surely he was mindful of Jesus' charge to him 
after the Resurrection: "Feed my sheep" (cf. Jn. 21:17).  
Thus, we see the origins of this Catholic ecclesiology 
of the office of bishop in the Bible itself. 
 During Holy Week, I had the privilege of  
attending my first Chrism Mass with Fr. Higgins, 
the annual liturgy in which he and his brother 
priests renew their priestly vows before Cardinal 
Sean who, as chief shepherd, also consecrates the 
holy oils at this Mass for all the parishes of the  
Archdiocese.  It was a blessing to witness the  
unbroken and divine reality of episcopal authority, 
presbyterial collegiality, and sacramental ministry 
that comes to us from Christ Himself, to which the 
quotations above from St. Peter and Vatican II bear 
eloquent witness. It is so important for us as a parish 
never to lose sight of our essential sacramental  
connection to the local Church and our bishop.  May 
we redouble our prayers for God's blessings on him, 
our parish, and the rest of the Archdiocese, ...
