ASSUMPTION DAY 
AND THE BLESSING 

OF THE FIRST FRUITS 
OF THE EARTH 

 

Attached to certain feast-days of 
the year are special blessings, 

for example the Blessing of Throats on St. Blaise 
Day, February 3rd, with the St. Blaise Candles.  
Mary’s Assumption on August 15th has its own 
attached special blessing: the Blessing of Plants 
as the “first fruits” of the earth. 
 

In his explanation of the meaning of this  
Assumption Day Blessing, Fr. Athanasius 
Bierbaum, O.F.M. emphasizes three things: 
 

1) Christ Our Lord blessed things as well as  
persons, especially the momentous blessing 
which multiplied the loaves and the fishes and 
foreshadowed the gift of Himself in the Holy  
Eucharist. 
 

2) The comparison of Mary’s virtues to the fruits 
of the earth in the appropriation of the Book of 
Ecclesiasticus 24:17: “I was exalted as a cedar 
on Lebanon and as a cypress tree on Mount  
Sion…” 
  

Mary is, Fr. Bierbaum says, “Beautiful as the 
rose in her love of God, pure and immaculate 
as the lily, refreshing as balsam by her charity, 
fragrant as herbs by her many virtues.” 
 

According to the tradition of the Jerusalem 
Church, when the Apostles opened her tomb on 
the third day after her burial in order to show it 
to Thomas, who had been absent at her “falling 
asleep”, they found not her body but in its place 
the most fragrant roses and radiant white lilies. 
 

3) The blessing of “healing herbs” is a way of  
offering bouquets to Our Lady at her  
homecoming to Heaven and to the healing and 
re-hallowing of nature through the Redemption 
of Christ, as expressed in one ancient Ritual: 
“These healing herbs are blessed in memory of 
the glorious  triumph over the world, the flesh, 
and the Devil which the Blessed Virgin Mary

celebrated in her Assumption.” 
 

The Roman Ritual gives an extended blessing 
for the herbs and fruits brought for Assumption 
Day which celebrates the healing effects of 
Christ’s Redemption upon the whole earth: 
 

ALMIGHTY, everlasting God, by Thy Word 
alone Thou hast made heaven, earth, sea, all 
things visible and invisible, and hast adorned 
the earth with plants and trees for the use of 
men and animals.  Thou appointest each  
species to bring forth fruit in its kind, not only 
to serve as food for living creatures but also as 
medicine to sick bodies.  With mind and word 
we earnestly appeal to Thine ineffable  
goodness to bless these various herbs and 
fruits, and add to their natural powers the 
grace of Thy new blessing.  May they ward off 
disease and adversity from men and beasts 
who use them in thy name.  Through Our Lord, 
Jesus Christ, Thy Son, Who liveth and reigneth 
with Thee in the unity of the Holy Ghost, God, 
forever and ever. Amen. 
 

O God, by Moses, Thy servant Thou didst  
command the children of Israel to carry their 
sheaves of new grain to the priests for a  
blessing, to pluck the finest fruits of the  
orchards, and to make merry before Thee, the 
Lord their God.  Hear Thou our supplications, 
and bestow blessings in abundance upon us 
and upon these bundles of new grain, new 
herbs, and this assortment of produce which we 
gratefully present to Thee on this festival—
blessing them in Thy name.  Grant that men, 
cattle, sheep, and beasts of burden find in them 
a remedy against sickness, pestilence, sores, 
injuries, spells, against the bites of serpents and 
other poisonous animals.  May these blessed 
objects act as a protection against diabolical 
mockeries, cunnings and deceptions wherever 
they are kept, carried, or other disposition 
made of them.  And through the merits of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary whose Assumption we  
celebrate, may we likewise, laden with sheaves 
of good works, deserve to be lifted up to  
Heaven.  Through Our Lord Jesus Christ, Thy 
Son, Who liveth and reigneth with Thee in the 
unity of the Holy Ghost, God, forevermore. 
Amen.

St. Dominic (Domingo) Guzman, the Founder of the 
mendicant Order of Preachers, commonly known as the 
“Dominicans”, labored with all his might and main to 

recall followers of the Albigensian heresy in the south of 
France back to Catholic Faith by means of his  

missionary preaching.  The legendary origins of the 
“Dominican Rosary” hold that Our Lady herself  

appeared to Dominic and explained to him how to use 
this chain of prayer beads as both a powerful means of 

prayer and a teaching tool for the Mysteries of our  
Redemption.
