“MARIALIS CULTUS” 
AND THE ROSARY 

 

In the later part of his reign as 
Pope, Paul VI issued an Apostolic 
Exhortation on the Feast of  
Candlemas, February 2nd, 1974.  

It was entitled Marialis Cultus, “For the Right 
Ordering and Development of Devotion to the 
Blessed Virgin Mary”.  In the third and final 
part of this document, he singled out two  
Marian Devotions which he considered to be of 
especially enduring value and relevant to the 
prayer life of Catholics in the wake of Vatican 
Council II.  They are the Angelus and the  
Rosary. 
 

Among his praises for the different ways in 
which the Rosary may be prayed, Pope Paul  
cited the following custom: As is well known, at 
one time there was a custom, still preserved in 
certain places, of adding to the name of Jesus in 
each Hail Mary reference to the mystery being 
contemplated. And this was done precisely in 
order to help contemplation and to make the 
mind and the voice act in unison. 
 

What does this mean?  The custom he refers to 
is observed in the following way (beginning with 
the First Joyful Mystery, the Annunciation to the 
Blessed Virgin Mary): 
 

Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee.  
Blessed art thou amongst women and blessed is 
the fruit of thy womb, JESUS—whom thou, O 
Virgin, conceived by the Holy Ghost—Holy 
Mary, Mother of God, pray for us sinners, now, 
and at the hour of our death.  Amen. 
 

This line of reference is continued throughout 
the decade.

COLLECT:  Grant unto Thy faithful people pardon and peace, we beseech Thee, merciful Lord, that they may 
be both cleansed from all their sins and serve Thee with a quiet mind.  Through our Lord.
