THE PRAYER OF THE 
ANGELUS 

 

In his Apostolic Exhortation 
Marialis Cultus “For the Right 
Ordering and Development of 
Devotion to the Blessed Virgin 

Mary” (February 2nd, 1974), Pope Paul II  
highlighted two Marian Devotions which he  
considered to be of especially enduring value 
and relevance to Catholics’ faith-life in the wake 
of the reforms of Vatican II.  They are the  
Angelus and the Rosary. 
 

Of the Angelus the Pope said the following: 
 

What we have to say about the Angelus is 
meant to be only a simple but earnest  
exhortation to continue its traditional recitation 
wherever and whenever possible. The Angelus 
does not need to be revised, because of its  
simple structure, its biblical character, its  
historical origin which links it to the prayer for 
peace and safety, and its quasi-liturgical 
rhythm which sanctifies different moments  
during the day, and because it reminds us of the 
Paschal Mystery, in which recalling the  
Incarnation of the Son of God we pray that we 
may be led "through His Passion and Cross to 
the glory of His Resurrection.  
 

The prayer of the Angelus (in its traditional 
wording) recalls the Angel’s Gabriel’s  
Annunciation to the Blessed Virgin Mary. (St. 
Luke 1:26-38): 
 

V. And the Angel of the Lord declared unto 
Mary… 
R. And she conceived of the Holy Ghost. 
(Hail Mary, etc.) 
V. Behold the handmaid of the Lord… 
R. Be it done unto me according to thy word. 
(Hail Mary, etc.) 
V.  And the Word was made flesh… 
R. And dwelt amongst us. 
(Hail Mary, etc.) 
 

Pastor’s Note 

V. Pray for us, O Holy Mother of God… 
R. That we may be made worthy of the  
promises of Christ. 
 
Let us pray: 
Pour forth, O Lord, we beseech Thee, Thy grace 
into our hearts, that we to whom the 
Incarnation of Christ Thy Son was made 
known by the message of an Angel may by His 
Passion and Cross be brought to the glory of 
His Resurrection.  Through the same Christ 
Our Lord.  Amen. 
 
The Angelus is said three times a day: at  
morning, noon, and evening.  (The bells of our 
parish church toll the Angelus at 9 AM, 12 Noon 
and 6 PM).  The Morning Angelus is associated 
with the Resurrection of Christ, who rose before 
dawn on Easter Sunday.  The Noon Angelus  
belongs to His Passion: at the “Sixth Hour” 
Christ was nailed to the Cross on Good Friday.  
The Evening Angelus recalls the Incarnation 
itself, as pious tradition holds that it was in the 
evening when Our Lady received this vision of 
the Angel Gabriel. 

 
I can only encourage 
the spread of this  
daily devotion.  It is a 
simple and practical 
means of keeping  
ourselves mindful of 
God and of the central 
mysteries of our 
Christian faith  

—Incarnation, Passion-and-Cross,  
Resurrection—over the course of our day.

INTROIT:  Psalm 129: 3-4  If Thou shalt observe iniquities, O Lord, Lord, who shall endure it?  for with Thee 
is propitiation, O God of Israel.  Psalm 129: 1-2  From the depths I have cried to Thee, O Lord:  Lord, hear my 
voice.  V. Glory be to the Father. 
 
COLLECT  O God, our refuge and strength, who art the author of all godliness; hear, we pray Thee, the  
devout prayers of Thy Church, and grant that what we ask confidently we may obtain effectually.  Through 
Our Lord. 
 
EPISTLE:  Philippians 1: 6-11  Brethren, we are confident in the Lord Jesus, that He who hath begun a good 
work in you, will perfect it unto the day of Christ Jesus.  As it is meet for me to think this for you all, for that I 
have you in my heart; and that, in my bands and in the defense and confirmation of the Gospel, you are all  
partakers of my joy.  For God is my witness, how I long after you all in the depths of Jesus Christ.  And this I 
pray, that your charity may more and more abound in knowledge and in all understanding; that you may  
approve the better things; that you may be sincere and without offense unto the day of Christ; filled with the 
fruit of justice, through Jesus Christ, unto the glory and praise of God. 
 
GRADUAL:  Psalm 132: 1-2  Behold how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity.  
V.  It is like the precious ointment on the head, that ran down upon the beard, the beard of Aaron. 
ALLELUIA:  Psalm 113: 11  Alleluia, alleluia.  V. They that fear the Lord, let them hope in Him; He is their 
helper and protector.  Alleluia. 
 
GOSPEL:  Matthew 22: 15-21  At that time, the Pharisees went and consulted among themselves, how to  
ensnare Jesus in His speech.  And they sent to Him their disciples, with the Herodians, saying:  Master, 
we know that Thou art a true speaker, and teachest the way of God in truth, neither carest Thou for any 
man, for Thou dost not regard the person of men.  Tell us therefore, what dost Thou think?  Is it lawful 
to give tribute to Caesar, or not?  But Jesus knowing their wickedness, said:  Why do you tempt Me, ye 
hypocrites?  Show me the coin of the tribute.  And they offered Him a penny.  And Jesus saith to them:  
Whose image and superscription is this?  They say to Him:  Caesar’s.  Then He saith to them:  Render 
therefore to Caesar the things that are Caesar’s; and to God the things that are God’s. 
 
OFFERTORY:  Esther 14: 12, 13  Remember me, O Lord, Thou who rulest above all power; and give a well-
ordered speech in my mouth, that my words may be pleasing in the sight of the prince. 
 
SECRET  Grant us, O merciful God, that this saving oblation may unceasingly cleanse us from our faults and 
keep us from all harm.  Through our Lord. 
 
COMMUNION:  Psalm 16: 6  I have cried, for Thou, O God, hast heard me:  O incline Thy ear unto me, and 
hear my words. 
 
POSTCOMMUNION  We have received, O Lord, the gifts of Thy sacred mysteries; and most humbly pray, 
that what Thou hast commanded us to do in memory of Thee, may be a help in our weakness.  Thou Who 
livest. 
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
