Their journey eventually brought
them here to Newton Upper Falls and Mary
Immaculate of Lourdes parish, where they
raised their five children.

Given their history, I thought it most poignant
that each of them should have died, a year
apart, flanking John Paul II’s Feast-day—Stan
died on October 21st, 2016, and Maria died on
October 23rd, 2017. Last Sunday’s 5:30 PM
Mass was offered for the repose of their souls,
at the request of their daughter Christine
