Becember 10th is the day
appointed for the Feast of the
Translation of the Holy House of
Loreto, the House “translated
from Palestine by the ministry of angels—in
which was born the Blessed Virgin Mary, and
in which the Word was made flesh.” (Benedict
XV, 1916) The Collect prayer for this Mass
offers us a solid theological thought for Advent
reflection: O God, Who in Thy mercy didst
hallow the house of the Blessed Virgin Mary by
the mystery of the Word made flesh, and didst
wonderfully place it in the midst of
Christendom: grant that we may shun the
dwellings of sinners, and become worthy to
dwell in Thy holy house. Through Christ Our
Lord. Amen.

ROMAN STATIONAL CHURCH

COLLECT: Stir up our hearts, O Lord, to prepare the ways of Thine only-begotten Son; that through His
coming we may deserve to serve Thee with purified minds. Who with Thee liveth and reigneth, in the unity of
the Holy Ghost, God, world without end.

EPISTLE: From Blessed Paul the Apostle to the Romans, 15. 4-13 Brethren, What things soever were
written, were written for our learning: that, through patience and the comfort of the Scriptures, we might
have hope. Now the God of patience and of comfort grant you to be of one mind one towards another,
according to Jesus Christ; that with one mind and with one mouth you may glorify God and the Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ. Wherefore receive one another, as Christ also hath received you unto the honor of God. For
[ say that Christ Jesus was minister of the circumcision for the truth of God, to confirm the promises made
unto the fathers: but that the Gentiles are to glorify God for His mercy, as it is written: Therefore will T
confess to Thee, O Lord, among the Gentiles, and will sing to Thy Name.

And
again, Isaias saith: There shall be a root of Jesse; and He that shall rise up to rule the Gentiles, in Him the
Gentiles shall hope. Now the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing: that you may abound in
hope, and in the power of the Holy Ghost.

GRADUAL: Psalm 49. 2-3, 5 Out of Sion the loveliness of His beauty: God shall come manifestly. Gather ye
together His saints to Him, who have set His covenant before sacrifices. ALLELUIA Alleluia, alleluia. Psalm
121. 1T rejoiced at the things that were said to me: We shall go unto the house of the Lord. Alleluia.

GOSPEL: Continuation of the holy Gospel according to St. Matthew 11. 2-10 dt that time, when John
had heard in prison the works of Christ, sending two of his disciples, he said to Him: Art Thou He that
art to come, or look we for another?
